New archbishop reveals ‘terrible
secret’ of sex abuse as a teen

New Anglican Archbishop of Brisbane Jeremy Greaves at St John's Cathedral

Ittoak Jeremy Greaves three dec-
ades Lo come to grips with what
happened to him as a leenager
and only now, the dav of his
installation as Anglican Arch-
bishop of Brishane, is he willing to
speak openly about the sesual
abuse he endared.

The 54-yvear-old father ol three
wants 1o share his story so that
other survivors will know  his
heart s in the dght place. that he is
serious when he promises to do
better by those whio have sulfered
at the hands of pradatory priests
and church workers.

Archbishop Greaves was "4 or
15" when he was sexually assault-
ed by a scouts leader in Adelaide
intheearly 1980s ard kept the ter-
rible secret to himsell until about
eight years ago, when he finally

He's not vet ready to publicly
detail the abuse. But it turmed out
his acoused assailant was a con-
victed sex offender who allegedly
preved on other children around

takes 200 or 30 years for people to
disclose, and that was certainly
myv  experience”  Archbishop
Creaves told The Weekend Aus-

“Owver the last 10 years or so
I'viedone the work that I've need-
ed todo to understand all of that.”

A mixture of “shame, embar-
rassment  and  hewilderment”
made him keep the harrowing ex-
perience to himself for all those
vears, he saill  Archbishop
Greaves could not bring himself
to confide in anvone, not even his
wifie, Josie, until the dam broke.

After telling his family, he
called in the police.

“It was quite a long process of
warking out that this was actually
abuse, and my primary concern
was were there others?” he said.

“And subsequently I have dis-
covered there were, before me
and after me, So my primary rea-
son for going to the police was
ahout making sure there were no
others after that fime.”

As head of the sprawling Bris-
bane  [Mocese,  Archhishop
Greaves is one of five “metropoli-
tans” who sit atop the Anglican
Church of Australia and provide
candidates to be primate, ils elec-
ted leader. More than thres mil-
lion people identify as being
Anglican in this country.

He follows in the footsteps of
former primate Phillip Aspinall
and Peter Hollingworth, central
figures in the decades-long reck-
oning over child sexual abuse in
the churches. Dr Hollingworth
was forced o quit as governor-
general in 2003 in the face of ac-

cuzations that he had pur the
Anglican Church first in dealing
with survivors while archbishop
of Brisbane, compounded by a
disastrous attempt to defend his
record from Yarralumla.

D Aspinall was still answering
guestions about Hollingworth-
era cases when he appeared at the
roval commission in 2015, A bitter
internal dispute relating to one of
them, claimed to involve fallout
from  the crimes committed
against at least 140 children at the

"I had the experience of being
a victim of child sexual abuse, not
in the church ... and my experi-
ence of dealing with the scouts
was they were terrific.

“T've now spent a number of
vears dealing with the police and
revisiting stufl, and while 1 have
done a lot of work to come o
terms with and work out what all
that means for me, | can absol-
utely see for some people that a
drawn-out process would be in-
credibly hurtful and damaging”

Sulfernng sexual abuse pro-
vided him with “a little bit of in-
sight™and fired his determination
to make a difference as a church
leader.

"You know, while my story is
not anyone else's story. hopefully
it brings me a bit of understanding
or a hit of sensitivity or com-
passion,” he said.

After making a statement to
police, Archbishop Creaves en-
tered  the Mational Redress
Scheme, established in the wake
of the 2013-17 roval commission.
He received a financial settle-
ment.

Scouts SA said inastatement it
had in the past “failed some of our
menmbers”, but there was gero tol-
erance forany form of child abuse
orendangerment.

"Were nol in a position to

namethe perpetrator,”the organ-
isation said of the archbishop's
case. “To do so may compromise
the privacy of any othervictims.”

South Australian police de-
clined to comment,

While Archbishop Greaves
kept the abuse secret until he was
weellinto his 40s, hesaid ithad had
a telling impact on him as a teen-
ager and young man. His school
grades plunged in the attermath
of the abuse; he started a science
degree but dropped out of univer-
sity to backpack around Europe.

Entering the priesthood was
the furthest thing from his mind,

Then, about 10 yvears ago, he
“joined the dots” and began to
come to terms with the ordeal he
had undergone. “I've done a lot of
work with good professional ad-
visers, a spiritual director, and 1
think [ now understand its impact
onme,” he said

In comments that will anger
conservative  Anglicans,  Arch-
bishop Greaves said he was pre-
pared to green-light same-sex
marriage  blessing  ceremonies
and would ordain gay priests if he
had the powerto do it

The Brishane Diocese, the
church'’s third largest with 50 par-
ishes spanning a vast catchment
that reaches north past Bunda-
herg and south to the MNSW hor-
der, is now the centre of a split
hetween its progressive and con-
servative, evangelical wings.

The breakaway Diocese of the
Southern Cross, backed by the
powerful and conservalive-domi-
nated Sydney Diocese, had start-
ed at least six chapters in
southeast  Queensland,  Arch-
bishop Greaves said.
